LETSI’s first SCORM 2.0 Workshop was held from October 15 – 17, 2008 in Pensacola, Florida.  The workshop attracted learning standards experts from around the world, who engaged in discussions in the full forum as well as in working groups that met to begin to discuss priorities, define features, and create roadmaps for SCORM 2.0.

The workshop was held to provide an open forum for all members of the SCORM community - including government, military services, industry, university, K-12 educators, and medicine - to meet and discuss their priorities for future SCORM-based e-learning solutions.  Many discussions focused on ideas presented in more than 100 white papers received by LETSI in preparation for the workshop.

LETSI promotes the advancement of teaching, learning, and job training through technology, and has assumed the task of developing the next generation of SCORM, the Sharable Content Object Reference Model.
