· A full implementation of the SCORM Navigation Data Model 

· Support for importing SCORM Conformant Content Aggregation Packages 

· A Sequencing Engine based on the IMS Simple Sequencing Specification and SCORM 2004

How to Navigate:

· From the LMS main page, click on the link to the LMS.

· At the main page of the Sample Run-Time Environment (RTE), press the "Log In" button located at the top left corner of the Sample RTE.

· Enter the Username and Password and press submit.

· The Sample RTE will open to the main menu

How to Import a Content Package:

· From the main menu of the Sample RTE, click on the link labeled "Import Course".

· Browse to the content to be uploaded.

· Select whether the content shall be validated before uploading
· Submit the information
How to Access a Course:

· From the main menu of the Sample RTE, click the link labeled "Register For a Course".

· Check the checkbox beside the content to be registered.

· Press the "Submit Form" button.
· From the main menu of the Sample RTE, click the link labeled "View Registered Courses".

· Click the link for the content to run.

How to View Course Data:

· From the main menu, look under User Options and select “View Course Status”

· Select the content from the list of which you would like to see the status

· Click Submit

Other:  

· When importing content, a conformance test is done and if errors are present, details will be given. 

· While running content, a debug window is available in the lower left portion of the screen that will show all SCORM calls, good or bad, and their results
