Information from Developer: Rustici Software’s SCORM Test Track is the ultimate tool for testing and developing SCORM content without the overhead of an LMS. Advanced diagnostic information, monitoring of sequencing rule interpretation and one-click re-import, all from a dashboard control center, provide the best environment for quickly creating SCORM 2004 content with advanced sequencing rules.

The Test Track enables fast, iterative development of SCORM courseware. Anybody who has tried to develop SCORM 2004 sequencing rules will appreciate the need for multiple rounds of testing. In the Test Track, you can perform a one click re-import of a course as well as a partial re-import to fix troublesome files quickly. When you’re ready to try a course again, the one click status reset clears its activity data without having to re-import or re-enroll the course.

It’s hard to develop anything without being able to see what’s going on under the hood. The Test Track includes very detailed debugging and state information to help you figure out why your SCORM courseware behaves as it does. At any time, you can view the current state of the activity tree, monitor SCORM API calls, or trace the execution of the course’s sequencing logic. The Test Track even allows you to view parser warnings that describe slight imperfections in the course manifest.

SCORM Compliance: Handles SCORM 1.2 and SCORM 2004 (all versions) packages.

How to Log-in:
· If you have created an account already, enter the username and password in the boxes and click the “Log In” button.
· If you have not created an account, click the “Register” link at the bottom of the page and fill in the required fields of the form that appears.  Then click the “Create Account” button.
· The “Forgot Password” feature is currently disabled as there is no one to respond to the requests.




How to Navigate:
· The left pane, with the “My Courses” header, is where imported content items will show up. The highlighted item is the one currently selected.
· The right pane will have all of the associated information of the selected item from the left, including the ability to launch the content.  
· The black menu bar across the top contains profile information, access to help, and a link to the developer’s website on the left, and a “Sign Out” button on the right.
· The grey menu bar across the left pane contains three email forms to send to either receive help, feedback, or to inform others.


How to Import a Content Package:
· Launch the Test Track Content Player 
· Login to the Test Track
· Click the Browse Button on the lower left
· Browse to the file you wish to upload
· Click the Import Button
· Be prepared to wait awhile for the processing to take place


How to Access a Course:

· From the main page of Test Track, select the link of any course from the entry list on the left 
· Click the “Launch Course” button in the upper right of the right pane.


How to View Course Data:
· From the main page of the Rustici Content Player, select the link of any course from the entry list on the left 
· The right pane has the information near the top.
· Click “View Detailed Report” link just below for more information.  This will not show up until the content is attempted.









Other:

· Removing a course can be done by clicking the “Remove” link next to any course in the left panel.
· Course Properties may be viewed and changed by clicking the link of any course in the left panel and then scrolling down the right panel.  Each link will have a variety of options that will appear in that right pane.
